Operating the Bale Unroller:

o Prior to operating, make sure all potential operator’s read and understand the safety warnings and
precautions in the Bale Unroller operator’s manual along with the tractor operator’s manual.

e The tractor should be properly counterbalanced with weights before attempting to lift bales.

o Keep all bystanders out of work area. Bales are heavy and can cause serious injury or death.

The
bale should be clamped in a manner that allows the material to unroll from the bottom as shown in diagram
below.
